1. Read all instructions.

2. Flowtoys are intended for practice, play, performance and meditation. Do not use for any

other purpose.

3. Do not use products under the in uence of alcohol or drugs. Consult prescription labels to

determine if a particular drug would impair your judgment or re exes. If so, do not use this

product.

4. Stay alert and use common sense. Do not use this product when tired or distracted or in

the presence of fragile or breakable objects.

BEFORE USE: Check for damaged parts before using any product. Ensure all caps, connec-
tors and battery doors are fully secured. Most owtoys are made of individual pieces that can
separate during use if not properly assembled. For ow-wand users, check that the string is
not frayed.

GENERAL CARE: Repair or replace damaged or worn parts before use. Do not use damaged
products.

REGULAR MAINTENANCE: Maintain all Flowtoys product with care. Store in a clean, dry
environment. Avoid exposure to sunlight, as UV rays compromise the integrity of all plastics.
DO NOT USE NEAR OR WITH CHEMICAL GLOWSTICKS: Do not put chemical glowsticks
near or into the tubing as the esters emitted by glowsticks will cause the polycarbonate tub-
ingand owlight shells to become brittle and crack.

String and nger loop: The string is a very durable braided nylon that we have
not been able to break during normal use. You can yank on it, but it is possible
it could break at some point or get hopelessly tangled, so we ve included some
extra, just in case. You can also order extra string on our website if you want to
make a wand with a longer string. Theres a strong nylon nger loop with a swivel
to prevent the string from getting to twisted during play. We designed the nger-
loop to be one-size- ts-all, snug, comfortable and easy to use. It should naturally
tighten around your nger and may restrict blood ow overtime, so give your
nger a rest once in awhile.

Store your owlight wand in the case and keep it out of the sun: The epoxy
connection between the lights is very strong, but can warp if stored improperly.
We recommend always storing your wand in its tube-case when not using it. Also
keep your wand out of the sun as much as possible all plastics degrade in UV
and leaving your wand out in the sun will weaken it/shorten its lifetime.

TIP: When inserting your wand into the case, the string must be straight (do not
twist around the wand) and the nger-loop and swivel should rest on the side of
the top-most owlightto tin the case. The case is very strong and makes a great
baton with the wand inside!

FLOW-WAND AND FLOWLIGHT WAND INSTRUCTIONS
The wand hangs from one nger of one hand - the control hand. The other hand
- the freehand - creates the illusion that the wand is being controlled by both
hands. To begin:

1. For ow-wand, roll up the silicone band to release the string. Keep the band on

the wand.

2. Place the middle nger of your control hand (with your palm facing down)

through the nger loop.

3. Let the wand hang and shift the string until it is snug. You are ready to start
owing and dancing with your wand.

TROUBLESHOOTING
My wand is always wonky! Bumping the string, yourself, other objects or people
with the wand is a key cause of wand-wonk. You can play with the wonk, but if
you want to keep the wand vertical, you will need to bring it back upright with
your freehand and gently set it down again. Do not drop, push or give the wand
any momentum when you are releasing it. If you have bigger hands, attach the
nger loop on the joint closest to your ngertips rather than at the base of your
nger. Pay attention to the angle of your palm and constantly adjust it to avoid
bumping the wand.

My string broke/is tangled :( Be careful not to jerk the wand around too hard as
this might break the string. If the string breaks or gets hopelessly tangled, you can
replace it with any strong thread - upholstery or good button thread work great.

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LEVITATING FLOW-WAND

Inspired by a magicians dancing cane, the ow-wand
takes the secrets of levitation to the dance oor.We o er2
types of levitating wands - a holographic ow-wand and
anilluminated LED owlight wand.

HOLOGRAPHIC FLOW-WAND: Each ow-wand is hand-
crafted from raw materials and designed to be perfectly
weighted for expressive dance and meditative ow. The
holographic e ect along the length of the wand creates a
burst of rainbow colors under any light.

The rst thing to know about your ow-wand is that there is a top and a bottom.
The end with the little clear silicone band holding the string together is the top
the silicone band does nota ect the weight of the wand, but it does two useful
things: it gives you a visual indicator of which end is the top and it holds the string
neatly in place when not in use. The end with the owtoys.com sticker is the bot-
tom. Knowing which way is up is important when you want to reset your wand if
it gets bumped.

LED FLOWLIGHT WAND: Flowlight wands are all custom handmade by fusing
owlights together do not try to separate the lights. The wand is durable and
can take hits through normal use in dance and levitation play. However it is not
designed to handle hard drops or impacts it is possible to break the wand if it

hits a solid object while sweeping through space. Be aware!

Inserting and removing batteries: Each owlight has a clear tab for pulling out
the battery. When inserting the battery, always be sure to position the tab across
the opening so the battery will be easy to pull out!

You will nd that the battery pops out more easily if you work with gravity face
the battery compartment towards the ground when you pop the battery out. If
the battery does not come out easily, try tapping the bottom the wand on a hard
surface, like a table. It is normal for the battery not to come out all the way, unless
you tap the end of the wand.

Be gentle with your battery tab - do not pull too hard on the battery tab or you
could tear it o !We do not consider a light with a torn battery tab defective this
is a feature that we added in for convenience. If your battery tab gets pulled o
accidentally, you can thread some thread through one of the holes in the board

to make your own pull-tab to help pop the battery out. If the tab is not accessible,
you can pop the battery out using a key or similar object on the end of the battery
(not the side!), then tap the end of the wand to get it out all the way.

our caps and connectors to provide structure and strength. Made of the

highest quality polycarbonate, they are virtually bulletproof. They come in a

variety of lengths and are all interchangeable, so you can recon gure your
owtoys on the go.

CONNECTOR: Polycarbonate joints with integrated snap buttons that
securely connect 2 tubes. Built-in suspension cushions owlights for high
impacts. Plus its super-strong highly-engineered structural design looks so
cool!

BRIDGE CAP: With an integrated bridge , these caps provide an attach-

ment point for leashes, cords, quicklinks etc. Internal buttons securely

click into the tubes, and an internal bumper cushions and connects to the
owlights.

FLOWLIGHT LED LIGHTSTICK

The owlight was born of a passion for beauty and movement,
and engineered to meet the need for a high-performance, rechargeable
light source for kinetic activities and entertainment.

The owlight serves as a versatile pixel of light in the Flowtoys Modular System
with the ability to link to each other and tinto a variety of poi, sta s, juggling and
martial ow props. They are interchangeable among various owtoys, so feel free to
mix, match and switch them around.

Clipa owlight to your clothing, backpack or bicycle. Use it asa ashlight or for ambient light-
ing, while you are at a festival, camping, or at home. With 11 light modes and a range of color
schemes, the possibilities are limited only by your imagination.

Note: Your owlight is a high-performance electronic instrument. We think of it like a musical
instrument, sports equipment, or tool. Understanding its features and giving it a little care will
enable maximum performance. Keep this guide for an optimal owlight experience!

OPTIMIZING YOUR GLOW UNDERSTANDING YOUR BATTERIES

We designed the owlight to run all 3 LEDs at optimum brightness o  one AAA battery using
a DC-DC voltage converter this means you can use common rechargeable batteries and that
your owlights will run at full brightness for the life of the battery, i.e. it does not dim over the
course of the night, just in the last few minutes when it s time to change your battery (<0.9V).

How long does a battery last? There are batteries and there are Batteries. With fully
charged NiMH rechargeables or good alkalines, owlights normally last for 3-4 hours in
bold mode, 6-7 hours in most of other modes and 11 hours in beacon.

Cheapo disposable batteries and rechargeable alkalines may last less than 30 minutes, as
they cannot handle the current draw of the owlight, and they will turn o easily.
High-quality alkalines might last as long as rechargeables, but they do not maintain their
voltage well under heavy loads and do not o er as good performance as rechargeables.
NiCD batteries do not hold much charge. 3-3.6V rechargeable lithiums are not appropriate
for owlights, as they will be overdischarged.

How long will a rechargeable battery hold a charge? Typical NiMH rechargeables hold
a good charge for a few weeks. After that they may have less than 50% of their charge left,
so we recommend that you charge your batteries within a week of any important uses, like
festivals, parties or performances.

Tip: Use RECHARGEABLE NiMHs and charge them shortly before use!

FLOWLIGHT COLORS

Flowlights come in a variety of colors to suit your style. As of early 2010, there is an
Elemental Series comprising: Air, Water, Fire, Earth and Spirit. There are also limited edition
colors that come out from time to time. Check owtoys.com for the latest available colors.

Each owlight has a color code to tell you what color the light is without turning it on. There is
a color indicator printed on the right side of the circuit board between the button and battery
door the LEDs are colored accordingly.

TIPSTO OPTIMIZE YOUR FLOWTOQYS

1. Optimizing and managing your batteries!

Use rechargeable batteries. The owlight was designed with rechargeable
NiMHs in mind. They are bright and draw a lot of power, so cheapo disposable
batteries can t keep up, make the light turn o easily and last for only a short
while.

We o errechargeable NiMH for $1 each. You can charge them hundreds of
times and save lots of money over buying disposables. We recommend
having 2 batteries for each owlight - this way you always have a charged set
ready to glow!

Charge your batteries shortly before use. Typical NiMH rechargeables hold
a good charge for 1-2 weeks. After that they may have less than 50% of their
charge left, so we recommend charging them within a week of any important
uses, like performances, parties or festivals.

Separate charged and discharged batteries. We recommend having 2
resealable bags or other containers to separate your charged and discharged
batteries. Zippered fabric bags are our favorite, but a sandwich bag will do the
trick. Label them!

2. Do not use glowsticks in or near tubing. While polycarbonate is very strong,
it breaks down in the presence of certain esters, including those produced by
chemical glowticks. Do NOT put chemical glowsticks into the tube, otherwise the
tube can become brittle and shatter.

3. Be careful when using your owtoys in the presence of sand or grit. Sand
and grit can get inside your caps and connectors and make them di cult to put
on/take o .If you are using your owtoys at the beach or any other sandy area,
blow out or clean your caps and connectors of any sand before attaching them
to your tubing. If your caps and tubes feel gritty, clean them and apply a bit of
vaseline for lubrication.

4. Make sure all caps and connectors are fully secured before use. Check that
the buttons in your caps and connectors are fully clicked into the tubing holes
before using your owtoys.

5. Cleaning your owtoys. If your ower caps, connectors, crystal cases or ow-
mass get dirty after hours of practice in the park, owing in the forest or rockin
it on a grotty dance oor, you can clean them with soap and warm water, or put
them in the wash with your laundry: air-dry, no heat!
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FLOWTOYS MODULAR SYSTEM OPERATION CONT D ...

ATTACHING/DETACHING CAPS TO TUBES: To attach caps to tubing,
place cap over tube, push and twist until the cap buttons click into the
tubing holes. To detach, twist to release the buttons and pull.

ATTACHING CAPS TO FLOWLIGHTS: Push the narrow head of the

owlight between the teeth of the bumper inside the ower or
bridge cap. The owlight should hang freely and pull all linked lights
out of the tube when you remove the cap.

CONNECTING FLOWLIGHT TO FLOWLIGHT: If you have
two or more owlights in one tube, asin sta s, chucks, duo
and trio poi, you will need to attach the opposite ends of
the owlight to each other for the lights to t properly. This
also helps with sliding them in and out of the tubes. Be
sure to click them together and apart sideways (laterally as
shown in the picture), NOT up and down in the direction of the pivot (vertically), as this
can cause some splitting at the seam and loosen the connection.

CONNECTOR TO TUBE: To attach, insert the tubing connector into a tube,
twist until connector buttons click into the holes securely. To detach, twist
the tubes in opposite directions to disengage the buttons from the holes
then pull. The buttons are slightly sloped in one direction and twisting
one way will release one half of the connector, while twisting the other
way releases the other half. Try not to twist them out the wrong way as
this can weaken the part. It is easier to feel the correct way when twisting
the tube, than to see it.

INSTALLING FLOWMASS: Flowmass is slightly tapered with more material on one end
- make sure the heavier end is installed at the far end of your prop, where it counts.

To add mass to a crystal case, thread the leash through the mass and use the leash to
pull the crystal case into the mass. You can hold the leash with one hand and pull the
mass along the length of the case with your other hand until the mass is where you
want it. If thisis di  cult, try hooking your handles or leash onto a doorknob or other
secure object to pull on it.

There is a circular symbol on the mass that should align with the button facet on the
crystal case, which also aligns with the owlight button. This allows you to feel for the
button from the outside, and creates the most aesthetically perfect positioning of the
mass with respect to the crystal case.

To add mass to tubing, apply a little bit of vaseline/petroleum jelly to the inside surface
of the mass and slide the tube through it. Ensure that there is enough clearance at the
top for your ower caps to click in properly and securely.

Do not use vaseline for mass on crystal cases, as this can cause the mass to slip out.
